SUMMARY OF ENVIRONMENTAL PERMITS
TMWA GLENDALE DIVERSION PROJECT

1. U.S. Army Corps of Engineers Section 404 Permit

Needed for Application

o Jurisdictional delineation of Waters of the U.S. per 1987 COE manual (needed for
calculating impacts to jurisdictional waters). Complete.

e Survey for cultural resources in project vicinity (needed to identify potential
impacts so COE can comply with Section 106). Complete.

e Permission from all landowners in project area to perform delineation and cultural
and biological surveys. Complete.

o Narrative description of project including construction schedule, construction
methodology, all areas of potential ground disturbance, etc.

e Project area boundary must be defined prior to delineation and biological survey.
Complete.

e Engineering drawings, including dewatering plan, plan and cross section views,
etc. need to be provided.

o Description of existing wildlife and vegetation (other than listed species) in
project area. Complete.

e Request updated USFWS and NNHP list of endangered, threatened, and
candidate species present in project area. Complete.

o Identify potential effects to listed species
Alternatives analysis. Complete.

e Mitigation plan

Potential Issues
o If acomplete application package is submitted, the main problem is likely to be
the length of time it takes for COE to review and issue permit.
o If cultural resources are found in the project area it could result in a requirement
to mitigate impacts. No significant cultural resources found.
e Construction is likely to be limited to the period between July 1 and September 30
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because of potential impacts to fish species.
e Migratory Bird Treaty Act prohibits destruction of, or disturbance around, active
bird nests. None found in area likely to be disturbed.

2. NDEP BWPC Temporary Permit for Working in Waterways (Rolling Stock Permit)
TMWA has an ongoing permit from NDEP that may include new diversion project. Items below
will apply only if a new permit is needed.

e TMWA has existing Working in Waterways Permit.

3. NDEP BWQP Secion 401 Water Quality Certification

Needed for Application
e Copy of COE permit application with a cover letter requesting certification.

e BWQP usually requires photographs of BMPs to be submitted within two weeks
of installation.

4. Carson-Truckee Water Conservancy Encroachment Permit

Needed for Application

e $100 check for application fee.

e Much of the same information needed for COE permit.

Hydrologic modeling results showing no post-project reduction in flood flow
capacity of the river at a discharge rate of 14,400 cfs.

e Surveyed cross sections and drawings prepared by a registered Nevada Engineer
that: (a) depict the channel upstream and downstream of work area; (b) extend
cross sections to top of both banks of flood control channel and show channel
geometry below water line; (c) tie survey into nearest established benchmark; (d)
show all measurements in survey feet to the nearest 0.1 feet; (e) indicate date of
survey and elevation of waterline; and (f) upon completion of work, provide as-
built cross sections to demonstrate work features have not encroached into flood
control channel.
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
